	Any proposed works to erect or build any sea wall or river wall, or construct any revetment along the bank of any port, river or channel, or erect any permanent building or structure within 15 meters of the foreshore or of any such bank.

	3 sets of the site and location plans

	The plans must be endorsed by the landowner and a Professional Engineer.

The ‘Section 3, Foreshores Act’ shall be prominently indicated at top right corner of the plan.

The Decision Number of the Written Permission or Provisional Planning Permission Number shall be clearly indicated at top right corner of the plan. 

The part of the land and all proposed works that fall within the 15m Foreshore (landward & seaward) on Plans & Cross-sections shall be coloured in red. 

The top of any Existing and Proposed revetment and/or seawall on all Plans and Cross-sections shall be coloured in dotted/full orange respectively.

The Mean High Water Spring (MHWS) and Mean Low Water Spring (MLWS) shall be clearly marked on the Plans & Cross-sections and shall be coloured in blue (Pl refer to sketch plan for the Definition of Foreshore).

	1 set of detailed drawings including structural drawings and supporting calculations
	The BCA Structural Plan Number (ST) shall be indicated on top right corner of the structural drawings. 

The PE shall submit the relevant structural drawings and design calculations in a CD,  together with the PE’s declaration form (See Annex 1 for PE’s declaration form).

	A photocopy of the Written Permission or Provisional Planning Permission from the Chief Executive Officer, URA, together with all the written directions and requirements.


	The submitted plans shall be in accordance with the approval granted in the Written Permission or Provisional Planning Permission.

	A photocopy of Singapore Land Authority’s approval  together with all written directions and requirements, OR

	Applicable to development on State Land and State Foreshore.

	
	A photocopy of JTC’s approval,  or JTC’s endorsement on the plans

	To submit a set of photographs (min 4 pictures) showing the condition of the existing foreshore protection structures within the 15m Foreshore (landward & seaward) and to indicate the direction of the photos taken on a location plan.

	Exclusion of liability clause Notice
	The approval of the Urban Redevelopment Authority under section 3(1) of the Foreshores Act is given on the basis that the responsibility for the adequacy and sufficiency of the specifications of the proposed works including the structural integrity thereof remains entirely that of the Qualified Person who designed the proposed works and of such persons who supervise the carrying out of the proposed works as well as that of the applicant.  The Urban Redevelopment Authority shall not be liable for any loss or damage to property or for any injury or death caused by or arising from or as a result of the carrying out of any of the proposed works or any inadequacy or insufficiency of the specifications for the proposed work or the use and occupation of the proposed works approved under section 3(1) of the Foreshores Act.
