NOTES ON SUBMISSION OF APPEALS
What may be appealed against
You may appeal to the Minister against the following decisions of the Competent Authority:

a. refusal of your application for permission to develop or to subdivide land or to carry out works  within a conservation area;

b. imposition of conditions on the grant of permission for your application.

When to appeal
Your appeal must be submitted within 60 days after you are notified of the Competent Authority's decision.  Extension of time to submit the appeal will not be allowed.

How to appeal 
1. Your appeal must be made on the prescribed Planning Appeal Form. You can  obtain the Form from the Customer Service Centre, Urban Redevelopment Authority, 45 Maxwell Road, 1st Storey, Tower, The URA Centre, Singapore 069118.

2. Please ensure that you have properly completed and signed the Planning Appeal Form before submitting it to Permanent Secretary, Ministry of National Development, 5 Maxwell Road #21‑00/22‑00, Tower Block MND Complex, Singapore 069110.

3. The Form must be accompanied by your statement of appeal explaining why you are dissatisfied with the decision of the Competent Authority.

4. You may also submit any other documents you think will support your case.

5. After your appeal has been considered, the Minister may dismiss it or allow it either unconditionally or subject to conditions.

1
Background  & issue

Provide the background to the case & planning issues involved. Highlight the relevant URA & applicant's correspondence & statements related to the appeal.

Description of site, proposed development & surrounding sites

These should include information on existing / proposed use, plot ratio, height, gross floor area, setbacks, etc of the site / adjacent developments.  Any site constraints or peculiarities relevant to the appeal should also be highlighted.

Planning principles, objectives & grounds for appeal

Appellants should carefully study the reasons for refusal & imposition of conditions by the Competent Authority. They should also seek clarification from URA's planners before writing the appeal statement.


Appellants should directly address the reasons cited by URA in refusing permission or imposing conditions. Personal grounds such as economic loss, financial hardship & loss of property value should not be the main or only grounds in the appeal. 


Your grounds of appeal should be based on strong planning principles which may include issues relating to disamenity, carpark, harmony with surrounding developments, planning standards/controls, land use policy, zoning, public schemes, traffic, design & layout, compliance with other departments' technical requirements etc.
