	Definition
	An underground pedestrian link is a subterranean connection that links directly between basements of major developments in Orchard Road and Central Business District (CBD).

To qualify for the cash grant, the underground pedestrian link shall be :-

1. part of the underground pedestrian network (UPN);

2. between existing basements of developments;

3. at least partially located under Road Reserve/State land; and

4. directly accessible from common public areas during the operating hours of the developments.

	In addition to serving as linkages, underground pedestrian links can incorporate activity-generating uses, e.g. retail and eating outlets, along one or both sides of the public pedestrian walkways.

	Size


	The underground pedestrian link will have a clear public pedestrian walkway width of:

· Between 6m – 7m for walkway with single-loaded uses; or

· 7m for walkway with double-loaded uses

In addition, the walkway will have a clear minimum ceiling height of 4m.

Activity-generating uses can be allowed up to a maximum total depth of 14m.

	Gross Floor Area (GFA)
	Owing to its function as a public thoroughfare, the floor area of the public pedestrian walkway of the underground pedestrian link within private land can be exempted from the GFA computation subject to compliance with the criteria set out above.

The floor area for activity-generating uses will be computed as GFA, and can be computed over and above the Master Plan allowable or permissible GFA for the development.  This only applies to underground pedestrian links connecting between basements of existing developments.  This incentive will allow developments which has already built to their full permissible floor area to have additional commercial floor space.

The GFA for this additional commercial space is not transferable and should not form the future development potential of the site on redevelopment.  The additional GFA will be subject to payment of Development Charge (DC) or Differential Premium (DP), where applicable.

a
Underground Pedestrian Links without Commercial Space  

For underground pedestrian links without commercial space, the actual construction cost of the links shall comprise all the cost of construction work, consultancy fees and related costs.

b
Underground Pedestrian Links with Commercial Space 

For underground pedestrian links with commercial space, the actual construction cost of the public pedestrian walkway shall comprise the cost of construction work, consultancy fees and related costs, as follows:

i
Fixed cost components specific to public pedestrian walkway only ($A) - These costs remain the same regardless of the area of underground pedestrian link constructed.

· Escalators;

· Staircases complete with entrance structures on ground level, if any;

· Demolition / removal of knock-out panels, if any

ii
Variable cost components common to entire underground pedestrian link ($B) - These cost items are common to both public pedestrian walkway and commercial space, the costs will be apportioned to the public pedestrian walkway area:

· Site preparation and earthwork;

· Structural system excluding staircases and entrance structure i.e. piling and foundation, floor and roof slabs, frames, walls and partitions;

· Floor, wall and ceiling finishes;

· Mechanical and electrical services excluding escalators, i.e. air-conditioning and mechanical ventilation, fire protection, electrical installation, etc

iii
Consultancy Fees and Other Related Costs ($C)
· Consultancy fees, i.e. professional architects, civil & structural, mechanical & electrical Engineers, quantity surveyors and accredited checkers fees;

· Planimetric survey, soil investigation, services diversion and other costs related to the construction of the underground pedestrian link (subject to prior approval), if any. 

The amount of incentive shall be pegged to the actual construction cost of the public pedestrian walkway portion i.e. [$A + ($B + $C) x Area of the public pedestrian walkway / Area of underground pedestrian link ]

c
Definition of Floor Area
The floor area used in the computation of the grant shall be based on the area of all covered spaces measured to the inner face of the external walls or external perimeters.
