URA'’s Landscape Replacement Policy
Key Facts
Objective To guide developments to provide greenery and

landscape areas within their developments to
achieve the following:

a Enhance the quality of life in our urban areas by
providing spaces of relief and greenery closer to
users;

b Create a distinctive image of the city in the
tropics through extensive greenery at the
ground and upper levels of buildings, and;

c Bring about environmental benefits such as
mitigating the urban island heat effect and
improving the air quality through the plants’
transpiration and dust particles filtration.

Idea behind guidelines | To replace the greenery lost from the site area
taken up by buildings through the provision of
skyrise greenery and landscape areas within the
development.

Effective Date 1 December 2009

Guidelines Applicable to all new developments in the Downtown
Core (including Marina Bay), Kallang Riverside and
Jurong Gateway (see Appendix 1 ). The Landscape
Replacement Areas are to be at least equivalent in
size to the development site area.

In addition to 1% storey landscape areas, upper
levels of the buildings in the form of roof gardens,
sky terraces, planter boxes can also be used as
landscape areas (see Appendix 2 ). They are to be
communal and accessible to the public or occupants
of the building.

As a guide, at least 40% of these landscape areas is
to be for permanent planting (softscape). A
combination of trees, palms, shrubs and ground
cover is encouraged to make the landscaping more
attractive (see Appendix 3 ).

Representatives from the Real Estate Developers’
Association of Singapore (REDAS), Assoc of
Property & Facilities Managers (APFM), Singapore
Institute of Architects (SIA), Singapore Institute of
Landscape Architects (SILA) and Singapore Institute
of Planners (SIP) were consulted during the
conceptualizing of this initiative. There is consensus
that integrating skyrise greenery and landscaped
areas within developments is the way forward for our
city and is able to bring about a host of benefits. The
professional bodies were supportive of the initiative
proposed by URA and agreed to the general
requirements under the initiative.
