URA'’s Sky Terrace Guidelines
Key Facts
When were the 1997
guidelines introduced
Objective To encourage provision of covered communal

spaces in developments for the enjoyment of
building users and residents.

Incentives Covered sky terrace area is exempted from GFA
computation.

Idea behind guidelines | To encourage developers to include sky terraces as
part of their development as a green space and
gathering space for the occupants. Higher building
height is allowed if sky terraces are provided. GFA
exemption is also given (area as defined by a 45-
degree line taken from the overhead projection -
see figure in Appendix 1 ) to encourage developers
to build lofty sky terraces. This enables bigger
plants to thrive and are visually more attractive as
seen from afar.

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Why review

To enhance existing guidelines to achieve the vision
of developing Singapore as a City in the Garden, by
encouraging more gardens in the sky.

Key changes of
revised guidelines

To ensure more greenery and quality communal
facilities are incorporated as part of the sky terrace :

a The sky terrace is to be lushly landscaped with
a suitable variety of plants and the greenery
should also be visible externally;

b Planting should be incorporated on permanent
planting beds with suitable soil depth to ensure
healthy growth of plants;

¢ URA will take into consideration provision of
communal facilities and landscaping in
assessing sky terrace.
