OVERVIEW 
 
1 URA will be organising a photo competition based on the theme of “My

image can also be a new, refreshing angle that shows how we can

3 prizes range from $300 to $600.  

 
“My Heritage” (Special category) 
 
5 The “My Heritage” category looks out for images that show life and activities 

in heritage areas. It could capture a slice of everyday life, a special event, or a 
place of shared memories. The image can also show creative new ways of 
revitalising old areas so that they continue to be a vital part of our city.  

 
6 Submissions to this category may be used for publishing subsequently. 
 
7 Entries can be submitted by post or hand to the URA Centre. 

• Starting date for submission: 16 May 2009 
• Closing date for submission: 16 July 2009 

 
8 The awards ceremony for the winners in this category will take place as part 

of the Endearing Home exhibition at Parkway Parade on 29 August 2009. The 
prizes will be given out by the GOH for the event, Mr Matthias Yao. The top 3 
prizes range from $800 to $1500.
