A At the current rate of waste disposal, Semakau Landfill is expected to run out of
space by 2035. Hence, to lengthen its lifespan, we will aim for a higher recycling
rate of 70% (up from 61% in 2017) to divert waste away from the landfill.

A The amount of food waste generated in Singapore has increased by about 40%
over the last 10 years. Food waste comprises more than 20% of waste disposed in
Singapore. Tminimisethe incineration of food waste, they will be segregated
from other waste and treated separately from 2024.

A At Our Tampines Hub, food waste is already segregated and converted into non
potable water and compost for use at its rooftop garden!

For example, placing a 230kV substation underground frees up more than 3 hectares of A
land for other uses.

A We have started to develop more detailed plans for how to optimise our underground
space, in 3 key districkesMarina Bay, Jurong Innovation District and Punggol Digital District.

A This is to ensure underground uses are coordinated across developments (e.g. to link up
underground pedestrian connections and car parks), and areimeljrated with above
ground land uses.

To save valuable space -lozating compatible recreational and community uses
improves convenience, like at Our Tampines Hub. In additiclgcating 3 MRT
depots and 1 bus depot at the upcoming East Coast Integrated Depot saves a
massive 66 football fields of land.
