Any such breach or non-compliance is also an offence under the aforesaid Act which will render the Applicant and other  parties responsible  liable to be prosecuted and on conviction to a maximum fine of Two Hundred Thousand dollars ($200,000) and a further fine not exceeding Ten Thousand dollars ($10,000) for every day or part thereof during which the offence continues after conviction.

In the event that a new operator takes over the Premises for the Restaurant use during which the planning permission is still valid, the Applicant shall obtain the agreement of the new operator to abide by and fulfill the measures set out in this letter of undertaking.
